Granted it's a craft, not a fine art but
hey, if Dale Chihuly can get into fine art journals with glassworks that hang from ceilings, why not Sabattini?

I'll let her tell you why not: "My intension is to make one-of-a-kind art pieces that make people feel good
when they look at the objects . . . | think my chandeliers look like jewelry all full of sparkle and light."

Her creative process goes like this: She finds classic 1930s-era Spanish and Italian chandeliers at antique
shops and estate sales and gives them a contemporary twist with crystal and Plexiglas.

In the dining room of her Sarasota home is a virtual waterfall of dangling strips of Plexiglas that allows
glimpses of the '30s Spanish metal and crystal lady within.

"In many ways, my chandeliers reflect my values: good workmanship, respect for history and preservation.”
All this and not a smidgen of art education. Now that's courage, folks.
